Crossing boundary ropes is strictly prohibited. Use the designated gates when going out of bounds. Common sense and personal awareness can reduce such risks. Observe the ALPINE RESPONSIBILITY CODE and
No ski patrol outside the ski areas.

All users both in and out of bounds must obey the ski patrof's authority at all times. As you proceed downhill or overtake another person, you must avoid people below and beside you.
Children under 12 must refrain from going out of bounds unless accompanied by a proficient adult leader. Do not stop where you could obstruct a trail, a run or are not visible from above.
